COMMODORE’S REPORT 
 
For almost a year, the Glenmar Board has been considering 
the state of our club and the size of its membership. That is to 
say, it has been slowly dwindling. Our recent efforts to attract 
new members have been as unsuccessful as most every other 
club on the Bay. One reason is the fact that we really haven’t 
been as proactive in our recruiting, as we should. 
 
We are not in deep trouble. Glenmar still maintains just over 
100 family members, keeps most of the same activities and 
functions we have enjoyed for years, and has not raised dues 
for quite a while. However, it clear that both of our racing 
fleets are down in numbers and our cruising fleet, although 
still very active, is not getting any younger. We are a group of 
very dedicated and active members but we lack new blood. 
As costs rise the stress on our budget grows every year. 
 
Last year, under the guidance of Commodore Glenn Harvey, 
the Board began the process to design a positive and benefi-
cial membership campaign, realizing that a lot of background 
work needed to be done in advance. Glenmar’s traditional 
method of attracting new members no longer was producing 
sufficiently. This work has been done and we are now almost 
ready to take the process to the membership for approval, so 
let’s have that discussion.  
 
Glenmar’s target market has always been and should be those 
that already own boats. Although not a requirement for mem-
bership, owning and using a sailboat among others so like-
minded, is the main motivator to joining our club. There are a 
few social virtual clubs that have sprung up recently to cater 
to those who merely desire the boating lifestyle and maybe 
one day we can focus on that segment, but for now I believe 
we should focus on current sailboat owners, of which there 
are plenty nearby. 

 
Last spring, we asked Greg Bincarowsky to design and pro-
duce an attractive marketing video of our club, its advantages, 
and he has delivered a grand piece. Its main focus hits a boat 
owner square with “do you derive great value from your 
boat?”  Since most boats sit in their slip a lot, we know this 
appeal will hit home to those who own and pay for sailboats. 
Our answer is: as a member of Glenmar you and your family 
will participate in many cruises, attend interesting monthly 
meetings and picnics, multiple parties, the Corn Roast, the 
Recognition Party, meet many new and interesting people 
who share your passion, and can race weekly throughout the 
season, if you choose. These are great family attractions and 
the small dues involved makes membership in Glenmar the 
greatest value in boating. 
 
Our plan, as currently constructed, is to market directly to 
boat owners by placing this spring a prepared package in the 
cockpit of every sailboat, in our area including Baltimore. The 
package will include the video, a prepared brochure, a mem-
bership form, and instructions on how to call someone. It will 
look very appealing, just like a movie rental in a 4 color wa-
terproof package, so wetness will not damage its content. 
 
This effort will require an outlay of some costs and it will be 
more than can be supported in our current dues structure. The 
question we need to discuss: is the membership really on 
board with increasing membership and are they willing to 
make a modest investment to accomplish? This is a topic we 
will discuss at this month’s meeting, so please come.
