How to Get on Glenmar Sailing Emails
This is done on Glenmar’s Group site at Yahoo.

To get to Yahoo, find an internet compatible computer with a browser (Iexplorer or Firefox) and follow these directions.

Log on to the yahoo site at

http://groups.yahoo.com/group/glenmarsailingassoc/
Choose “Join this Group” and follow the instructions.

Important Note:

During this signup process, Yahoo will offer to create a free “yahoo” email address for you, (apparently, you have to do this to proceed).  Yahoo will also ask you for your “alternate” email address.  This “alternate” address is just your normal email address.  Give as the “alternate” your normal email address and then your yahoo groups email will come to your normal email address.

When you complete the rest of their instructions, they will send you an email asking you to confirm everything.  You should RESPOND TO THIS EMAIL right away.

Once you’re signed up, you should receive all of the Glenmar emails addressed to the general membership and this should help keep you up to date about what’s going on, such as meetings, events, races, cruises, parties, etc.

This is how GLENMAR communicates with its membership through email.  WE DON’T PLAN TO USE BROADCAST EMAIL.   You must sign up with Yahoo and thus assure us that you want Glenmar emails.

Besides Yahoo for email communications, Glenmar also has it’s own website at www.glenmarsailing.org where you can keep up to date on many other things such as downloading current and past copies of the COURSEBOARD, racing schedules and results, cruising calendars, and other events.
